EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Request to implement new line marking and modification of existing line marking
along Fergusson Road, Lakesland.

REPORT

Council has recently reviewed the longitudinal centre line marking for Fergusson
Road from the Barkers Lodge Road junction to the Lakesland Road junction. A
section of the road is without longitudinal centre line marking and the section of the
road with existing line marking is not in accordance with Australian Standard 1742.2
and needs to be modified accordingly. The implementation of new and existing line
marking changes would improve road safety along Fergusson Road.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

It is requested that a “Give Way Sign” (R1-2) control be installed in Bell Street at the
junction with Turner Street to formalise the junction control and improve traffic
safety.

REPORT

With the increase in residential development in the area and traffic safety at the T-
junction of Bell Street with Turner Street, safety for vehicles exiting Bell Street has
been raised as a concern. Council is proposing to formalise the junction control at
this location. This is a precarious junction with adjoining traffic from Dennis Street
feeding into the same junction with conflict traffic flow. The existing road alignment
at this junction consists of approaching curves onto Turner Street.

Turner Street and Bell Street are designated in Council’s Road Hierarchy Plan as
minor collector roads. With the increase of development around the area, there will
be more traffic using this junction. The speed limit on Turner Street is 80km/h and
Bell Street is within the 50km/h area zone.

Council has requested RMS to review the speed zones of the area to reflect the
continuous increase in developments.

The road pavement at this section is flush sealed and in fair condition.

There were no crashes recorded in the crash history for the past five (5) years at
this junction.

It is proposed to install a “Give Way “sign (R1-2) control and associated line marking
in Bell Street at Turner Street to enhance the priority traffic flow at the T-junction.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

It is requested that “Give Way Sign” (R1-2) control be installed in Bell Street at the
junction with Dennis Street to formalise the junction control and improve traffic
safety.

REPORT

With the increase of residential developments in the area and traffic safety at the T-
junction of Bell Street with Dennis Street, safety for vehicles exiting Bell Street has
been raised as a concern. Council is proposing to formalise the junction control at
this location. This is a precarious junction with adjoining traffic from Turner Street
feeding into the same junction. The existing road alignment at this junction consists
of approaching curves onto Turner Street.

Bell Street and Dennis Street are designated in Council’s Road Hierarchy Plan as a
minor collector road and rural residential road respectively. This indicates there is
considerably more traffic on Bell Street than on Dennis Street. However, with the
increase in development in the area, Dennis Street could soon become a minor
collector road. The speed limit on Bell Street is 50km/h. There is no posted speed
limit on Dennis Street hence 100km/h under default State limit.

Council has requested RMS to review the speed zones of the area to reflect the
continuous increase in developments.

The road pavement at this location is flush sealed and in fair condition.

There were no crashes recorded in the crash history for the past five (5) years at
this junction.

It is proposed to install a “Give Way “sign (R1-2) control and associated line marking
in Bell Street at Dennis Street to enhance the priority traffic flow at the T-junction.
