
Grevilleas are sensitive to phosphorus so test soil prior to planting. Plant in full
sun or part shade in well-drained soils. Protect from frost when young and is
drought tolerant when established.

FLOWER COLOUR
Large cream (G. Moonlight) and large orange to yellow (G. Honey Gem) spider shaped
flowers are produced at the branch ends throughout the year.

DESCRIPTION
Quick growing small evergreen native tree to large shrub with a rounded shape with
fern like dissected foliage that creates an attractive informal screen. Flowers are bird
and bee attracting.
